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Proposal with respect to double players

Until recently, there were always enough places available at Van Slag. There was no waiting list yet, and often new members could still subscribe in the middle of the year if needed. Now that Van Slag is becoming more popular, there is a fair number of people (currently 28) on the waiting list, and the question arises whether or not double players can still be tolerated.

A well-known problem with double players is the difference in level of the teams. The board suggests to make sure that at least this problem is tackled, to protect the interests of all teams as well as possible. Next to this issue, it is debatable whether double players are very good for the association, since they have bonds with several groups, or whether they just take up spots which should be available for the people on the waiting list. Apart from this, there are three proposals which can be debated and finally voted upon during the GA: 

1. Complete abolishment of double players

Double players take up spots which should be available for people on the waiting list. Apart from this, it is disadvantageous for the teams in which the double player is participating if the teams end up in the same group, or if the double player has to be dispended from refereeing because he/she has to play in his/her other team. Therefore, playing in more than one team will be completely abolished. 

2. Ontmoedigingsbeleid voor dubbelspelers Determent policy for double players

To avoid all Van Slag members becoming double players, it is advised against to play in two teams. Apart from that, it is inconvenient for the team members of the teams when the teams have to referee and the double player cannot take part in this. People who still like to be in two teams have to adhere to the following rules: 
· The double player has to indicate at the beginning of the season, to the team and the board, which team is the “primary team” – so that in case that both teams end up in the same poule, it is clear where the person will be playing.  
· Each team will have a minimum of seven players next year – for newly composed teams this will be eight. A double player can only be subscribed as ninth player, so there should be a minimum of eight other uniquely paying members in the “second team”.

· The difference in levels of the teams can be no more than two groups. For instance, a group A player cannot play in a team which is player lower than the C poule. Should the lowest team downgrade, then the double player cannot join during the round concerned, until the level difference is again no more than two groups. 
· A double player pays double contribution.

· Per team, a maximum of two double players is allowed (more will not occur very soon anyhow since there will than be a team of over ten persons). 
· Playing in three teams is not allowed.

3. Handhaving van de huidige situatie

Because it is formally required, it may also be decided that the current situation is maintained, so that a team has a minimum of six unique players, and that double players are left to decide about what and where. The board, however, finds this situation problematic, mainly because of the annoyance as a result of teams playing at a higher level than their actual level as a result of for instance the addition of three very good double players. Therefore, the board suggests to adjust the rules into a more moderate policy, or even the complete abolishment of double players. 

Should the majority be of the opinion that the current situation should be maintained, then the board suggests that at least the contribution for the double players is doubled, since they also make use of the hall twice as much as the others. This seems us to be no more then reasonable with respect to the other members and the people on the waiting list.  
These three options are proposals, they may be subject to debate during the GA and changes can be implemented, about which can be voted as well.
